WHEREAS, Education Code section 88127 authorizes the Board of Trustees of the 
Palo Verde Community College District to initiate a layoff of classified employees based on 
a lack of work and/or lack of funds; and 

WHEREAS, the Superintendent/President has recommended to the Board of 
Trustees that the services set forth below be eliminated based upon a lack of work and/or 
lack of funds; therefore 

BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees of the Palo Verde Community College 
District, pursuant to the recommendation of the Superintendent/President, hereby 
determines that the following classified positions be eliminated due to a lack of work and/or 
lack of funds: 

Eliminate one (1) 1.0 full-time equivalent (FTE) DSSS Educational Assistant position. 

Eliminate one (1) fifty percent (50%) full-time equivalent (FTE) DSPS Technician position.

  BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees as follows: 

1. That due to a lack of funds and/or lack of work, the number of classified positions 
and/or employees and the amount of service rendered shall be reduced by layoff as 
specified above, pursuant to Education Code section 88127. 

2. That the Superintendent/President or designee is directed to give sixty (60) days’ 
written notice of layoff to the affected classified employees pursuant to the 
requirements of law, subject to negotiations to the extent required by law.   

3. That the Superintendent/President or designee shall take any and all additional 
action necessary to effectuate the purpose of the layoff. 

4. That the employees laid off pursuant to this Resolution shall be eligible for 
reemployment pursuant to Education Code section 88117.
