CB 13-011

This ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES AGREEMENT (“Agreement™) is made this 10th day of
September, 2013, between the Foundation for Califomia Community Colleges (“Foundation”)
and Konica Minolta Business Solutions U.S.A., Inc. (“Supplier”).

RECITALS

The Foundation desires to have Konica Minolta Business Solutions U.S.A., Inc. (“Supplier”)
provide (Services/Products) as described in RFP #13-001, which in its entirety shall serve as
Exhibit C.

This Agreement provides that any or all public agencies, public and private school districts,
public and private colleges or universities, or the Foundation in California (collectively.
"Participating Public or Private Agencies") based in the state of California may purchase
Products at prices stated in the RFP #13-001, upon mutual acceptance and subject to prior credit
approval by Supplier of each participating agency;

THEREFORE, in consideration of the payments to be made hereunder and the mutual covenants
contained in this Agreement, the Foundation and Supplier hereby agree as follows:

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. The Supplier shall perform all of its duties, responsibilities, and obligations in the time
and manner as required to be performed by the Supplier as set forth in the Agreement.

2. The Foundation shall perform all of its duties, responsibilities, and obligations as
administrator of purchases under the Agreement as set forth herein, and the Supplier
hereby agrees that the Foundation shall act in the capacity of administrator of purchases
under the Agreement.

3. With respect 10 any purchases by Participating Public or Private Agencies pursuant to the
Agreement, the Foundation: (i) shall not be construed as a dealer, re-marketer,
representative, partner, or agent of any type of the Supplier or such Participating





Public or Private Agencies; (ii) shall not be obligated, liable or responsible for any
order made by Participating Public or Private Agencies or any employee thereof
under the Agreement. or for any payment required to be made with respect to such
order; and (iii) shall not be obliged, liable, or responsible for any failure by any
Participating Public or Private Agencies to comply with procedures or requirements
of applicable law or to obtain the due authorization and approval necessary to
purchase under the Agreement. The Foundation makes no representation or guaranty
with respect to any minimum purchases by any Participating Public or Private
Agencies or any employee thereof under this Agreement or the Agreement.

With response to Supplier use of Subcontractors: within ten (10) days of the issuance of a
Purchase Order or other instrument evidencing the procurement of Cost Per Copy Print
Services (Purchase and/or Lease Options) under this Agreement, the Supplier shall
provide the Participating Public or Private Agency issuing such Purchase Order or other
instrument with a written list of Subcontractor(s) to the Supplier for completing the
Supplier’s obligations under such Purchase Order. The written list of Subcontractors
shall identify each Subcontractor who will provide work, labor, or materials valued at
one-half of one percent (0.05%) of the total value of the Purchase Order and shall identify
the work to be performed by each such Subcontractor and each Subcontractor’s business
Jocation. The Supplier shall not substitute any listed Subcontractor, except upon the
express consent of the Participating Public or Private Agency, as applicable and in strict
conformity with applicable law.

Insurance. Within ten (10) days of the issuance of a Purchase Order or other similar
instrument for the procurement of Cost Per Copy Print Services (Purchase and/or Lease
Options) under this Agreement, the Supplier and each Subcontractor, identified in its
Subcontractors List issued by the Supplier for such Purchase Order, shall deliver to the
Foundation, and to the Participating Public or Private Agency issuing the Purchase Order
or other similar instrument, Certificates of Insurance evidencing the insurance coverage
in the minimum coverage amounts noted below. The foregoing notwithstanding. a
Participating Public or Private Agency may require additional or different insurance
coverage or minimum coverage amounts in connection with any specitic procurement of
Cost Per Copy Print Services (Purchase and/or Lease Options). In such event, to ensure
appropriate Supplier compliance, a written request for consideration of such additional
or different insurance requirements shall first be made to Supplier prior to issuance of a
Purchase Order or other instrument evidencing the procurement of Cost Per Copy Print
Services (Purchase and/or Lease Options). and the Supplier shall comply with the same.
a. Workers’ Compensation Insurance. The Supplier and all Subcontractors shall
obtain and maintain Workers” Compensation Insurance with coverage
amounts under such policies in accordance with applicable law.

policy will not be cancelled or terminated without at least thirty (30) days
advance written notice to the Participating Public or Private Agency. as
applicable.

Performance Bond.  Purchase Order or other similar instrument; provide the
Participating Public or Private Agency with a Performance Bond in connection with a
specific procurement of Cost Per Copy Print Services (Purchase and/or Lease Options).
If required, the Performance Bond shall be in the torm and content included in the RFP
and shall be in a penal sum equal to One Hundred Percent (100%) of the value of such
Purchase Order or other instrument. Performance Bonds, if required. shall be acceptable
only if issued by an Admitied Surety Insurer under California law.

SPECIFIC PROVISIONS

Term. The Term of this Agreement will be for two (2) years. comumencing on the date set
forth in the Agreement and terminating two (2) years thereafter. The Foundation and
Supplier. upon mutual consent. shall have the option to extend the Term for three (3)
additional one (1) year Terms (“the Extended Terms") by written notice not less than one
(1) month prior to and not more than three (3) months prior to expiration of the Term or
the Extended Term, as applicable. If the option for the Extended Terms are exercised, all
terms and conditions set forth herein shall be applicable to the Extended Terms. except as
expressly modified by written modifications duly executed on behalf of the Foundation
and the Supplier. In the event that any of, or a portion of, the extension options are not
exercised and additional time is required by the Foundation to initiate a new RFP and
subsequent Agreement, the Supplier agrees to continue to provide goods and/or services
to the Participating Public or Private Agencies on a month to month basis, for a period
not to exceed six (6) months. at the prices. terms and conditions currently at the
Agreement expiration date.

Right to Terminate. Foundation has the right to terminate this Agreement for any reasorn,
without penalty, at any time by providing Supplier with written notice of the termination

QUARTERLY FEES & REPORTING

Accounting and Right to Audit. Supplier shall, at its expense, maintain accounting of all
purchases made by Participating Public or Private Agencies. The Foundation reserves the
right to audit the accounting for a period of four (4) years from the date the Foundation
receives the accounting. In the event of such an audit, the requested materials shall be
provided at the location designated by the Foundation. Furthermore, the Foundation, at
its sole discretion, may compare Participating Public or Private Agency Records
with quarterly reports submitted by Supplier.

Supplier shall pay the Foundation a quarterly administrative
fee in the amount of 2% of the total purchase invoice, less taxes for all purchases by
Participating Public or Private Agencies under the awarded RFP. and shall provide the
Foundation with an electronic accounting report. in a format prescribed by the
Foundation, summarizing all purchases under the Agreement. A sample of the reporting
format appears in Attachment 2. Quarterly fees and reports shall be made with respect to
all purchases shipped and billed pursuant to the Agreement for the applicable quarter.
Quarterly reports are due within fifteen (15) calendar days afler the conclusion of the
preceding quarter. Quarterly administrative fees applicable to each quarter. are due
within thirty (30) days of the end of each calendar quarter. The Foundation reserves the
right, upon thirty (30) days advance notice to the Supplier, to change the prescribed
reporting format. Administrative fee payments shall be made by check to the Foundation
for California Community Colleges.

Material Breach. Failure to provide a quarterly report and/or payment of the
administrative fee within the time and manner specified in item 10 shall be regarded as a
material breach under this Agreement. and if not cured within thirty (30) days of written
notice to Supplier, shall be deemed a cause for termination of the Agreement. All
administrative fees not paid within thirty (30) days of the end of each quarter shall bear
interest at the rate of 1 1/2% per month until paid.

Errors and Omissions on Quarterly Reporting and Overpayment of Administrative Fee to
the Foundation. Supplier is provided ninety (90) days or until the conclusion of the
subsequent quarter (whichever comes first) from when a quarterly report was due or

submitted. to correct error(s) and/or omission(s) on a quarterly report: and/or to recover
an overpayment of the administrative fee from the Foundation. Once the ninety (90) days
or the conclusion of the subsequent quarter (whichever comes first) has lapsed. the
Foundation reserves the right to retain the amount of the overpaid administrative fee.

all prior and contemporaneous communications between Foundation and Supplier
regarding such subject matter. Any terms and conditions which are additional to or
different from the terms and conditions of this Agreement are hereby deemed rejected by
Foundation and shall not be of any effect or in any way binding upon Foundation. To the
extent that the terms and conditions of this Agreement conflict with. or are in any way
inconsistent with, the terms and conditions of any exhibit hereto, the terms and conditions
of this Agreement will prevail. The exhibits will be given precedence as follows: (1)
Mandatory Performance of Services Specifications (Exhibit A); (2) Special Terms and
Conditions (Exhibit B): (3) Request for Proposal or RFP (Exhibit C): and (4) Supplier
Response to the RFP (Exhibit F).

Any use of the Foundation or CollegeBuys name or logo by the Supplier in marketing
materials including but not limited to: press releases, print pieces, broadcast emails. and
website postings. requires prior review and written approval from the Foundation.

. If any action at law or in equity is brought to enforce or interpret the provisions of this

Agreement, the prevailing party shall be entitled to reasonable attorney’s fees and costs in
addition to any other relief to which the prevailing party may be entitled.

This Agreement and the Foundation's rights and obligations hereunder may be assigned.
at the Foundation's sole discretion. to an existing or newly established legal entity that
has the authority and capacity to perform the Foundation's obligations hereunder. This
Contract shall not be assignable by the Supplier in whole or in part without the written
consent of the Foundation. For the purpose of this paragraph, Foundation will not
unreasonably prohibit Supplier from freely assigning its rights for third party financing and
invoicing purposes, subject to prior credit approval. provided that Contractor remains
responsible for its obligations hereunder. All reports, notices. and other written or





electronic communications given hereunder shall be delivered by email or by express
delivery requiring signature on receipt to the addresses as set forth below. The
Foundation may, by written or electronic notice delivered to the Supplier, designate any
different electronic or physical addresses to which subsequent reports, notices or other
communications shall be sent.

Exhibit B is placed in this Agreement in consideration of unique situations and practices of the industry to
which this Agreement refers to. Exhibit B outlines considerations derived from Supplier(s) response to
RFP # 13-001. All other exceptions, deviations, or exclusions notated and/or submitted by the Supplier
are null and void unless addressed in this Exhibit.

Contract, Hereto forward the agreement between Participating Agency and Supplier that fall under the
Terms and Conditions of this Agreement shall be referred to as “Contract™.

Pricing Guarantee, Cash purchase and maintenance pricing will remain firm for the term of the Contract
for the mitial proposed models under this Agreement. Lease pricing will change only in accordance with
published lease factor changes as they relate to Municipal Leases with $1.00 purchase/buyout options.

a. Municipal Entity. Defined in this Agreement as any state, political subdivision of a state, or
municipal corporate instrumentality of a state, including: any agency. authority. or
instrumentality of the state, political subdivision, or municipal corporate instrumentality. This
includes community colleges. As the author of this Agreement, the Foundation retains the
right to purchase and/or lease under the terms of this Agreement, and the RFP.

b. Lease prices stated in Supplier’s response to RFP #13-001 are valid for the initial ninety (90)
days from proposal submission. Monthly lease prices on price schedules contained in this
Agreement are for illustrative purposes only. Lease rate may only be adjusted if Supplier has
a proven lease rate increase from their leasing entities. Supplier is to provide the
Foundation with a copy of the new Lease Rate Card showing the increase. The Foundation
will have 30 days to approve new prices and during such period Supplier shall notify all
current or potential users of effective date of new prices. Once new pricing has been
approved, that pricing must remain in effect for a minimum of 90-days. Supplier shall honor
any outstanding quotations for a period of no less than 60 days after effective date of any
approved lease price increase.

Termination of Contract bv Participating Agency. If Services under this Agreement are terminated,
Participating Agency and Supplier will continue with Contract already secured under this Agreement,
remaining under the terms and conditions of this Agreement. Termination for convenience will apply to
any pending or unshipped orders that have not met the conditions of Delivery and Acceptance at
Participating Agency Separate and stand-alone leases entered into prior to the termination of this
Agreement will be required to remain in place for the remainder of their respective term(s).

a. Delivery_and Acceptance. All equipment delivered is proven to be working within
Participating Agency requirements; network and equipment specifications are as advertised in
the Supplier’s product brochure.

1. Four (4) days of group training workshops covering such employment relations subjects as
management rights and obligations, negotiation strategies, employment discrimination and
affirmative action, employment relations from the perspective of elected officials, performance
evaluation (administering evaluations), grievance and discipline administration for supervisors and
managers, planning for and responding to concerted job actions, current court, administrative and
legislative developments in personnel administration and employment relations, etc., with the specific
subjects covered and lengths of individual workshop presentations to be determined by College and
the other said local colleges.

It is expressly understood that the material used during these presentations, including written
handouts and projected power points are provided solely for the contracted workshops. This
agreement warrants there will be no future use of Liebert Cassidy Whitmore material in other
trainings or formats without the expressed written permission of Liebert Cassidy Whitmore. Any
such use will constitute a violation of this agreement and copyright provisions.

Attorney will provide these special services to College for a fee of Three Thousand Four Hundred
Dollars ($3.400.00) payable in one payment prior to August 1, 2015. The fee, if paid after August 1, 2015
will be $3,500.00.





Said fee will cover Attorney's time in providing said training and consultative services and the
development and printing of written materials provided to attendees at the training programs.

Additional Services:

Attorney shall, as and when requested by College, make itself available to College to provide
representational, litigation, and other employment relations services. The College will be billed for the actual
time such representation services are rendered, including reasonable travel time, plus any necessary costs and
expenses authorized by the College.

The range of hourly rates for Attorney time is from One Hundred Ninety to Two Hundred Ninety-
Five Dollars ($190.00 - $295.00) per hour for attorney staff and from Seventy-Five to One Hundred Fifty
Dollars ($75.00 - $150.00) per hour for services provided by paraprofessional and litigation support staff.
Attorneys, paraprofessional and litigation support staff bill their time in minimum units of one-tenth of an
hour. Attorney reviews its hourly rates in an annual basis and if appropriate, adjusts them effective July 1.

Independent Contractor:

It is understood and agreed that Attorney is and shall remain an independent contractor under this
Agreement.

Term:

The term of this Agreement is twelve (12) months commencing July 1, 2015. The term may be
extended for additional periods of time by the written consent of the parties.

Condition Precedent:

It is understood and agreed that the parties' aforesaid rights and obligations are contingent on no less
than twenty-six (26) local college employers entering into a substantially identical Agreement with Attorney
on or about July 1, 2015.

i the COMPANY believes that a postponement will cause hardship to it. the COMPANY may
terminate the contract with written notice to the DISTRICT within ten (10) days atter receipt by

Student-Right-To-Know Reporting
Subscription Agreement

Agreement Number: 15-REC-52

On this first day of July 2015, the Chancellor’s Office of the California Community
Colleges (hereinafter COCCC) and the Palo Verde Community College District
(hereinafter District) do hereby agree as follows:

1. Purpose

The purpose of this agreement is to facilitate compliance by community college districts
with the information reporting requirements of the Student-Right-To-Know Act (SRTK),
Pub. L. 101-542, as amended by the Higher Education Technical Amendments of 1991,
Pub. L. 102-26, and the Higher Education Technical Amendments of 1993, Pub. L.
103-208, and the implementing regulations of the U.S. Department of Education set out
at 34 C.F.R. § 668.41 et seq. (hereinafter "federal law").

2. Term

This agreement shall be for a period of two years, from July 1, 2015 through June 30,
2017, except that the obligation of District to supply data and the obligation of COCCC
to submit data and/or generate reports shall continue until all necessary data has been
submitted and/or final drafts of all required and supplementary reports have been
prepared for submission to the U.S. Department of Education consistent with paragraph 3
and the requirements of federal law. The term of this contract may be extended for such
additional periods and on such terms as the parties may mutually agree upon in writing.

3. Services

In order to further the purposes of this agreement and develop reports required by federal
law for students in the Fall first-time freshman cohorts, COCCC agrees to do all of the
following:

a. Provide to District the operational definitions and data collection and
reporting requirements necessary to submit data and/or generate reports,
which will comply with federal law;

b. Implement procedures to secure transfer data and match it with data supplied
by District;
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4. Compensation

In consideration of the performance of COCCC, the District agrees to pay COCCC the
sum of three thousand nine hundred dollars ($3,900) per year for each college in the
District. Said payments are due and payable on August 1st of each year of the contract.

5. District Responsibilities

a. In addition to paying compensation as provided in Paragraph 4, and as a
condition precedent to performance by COCCC of the duties described in
Paragraph 3, the District agrees to do all of the following:

(1) Collect and report necessary data to COCCC consistent with the
definitions and procedures established pursuant to Paragraph 3 a;

(2) Submit final reports to the U.S. Department of Education or approve their
submission by COCCC pursuant to Paragraph 3.f.; and

(3) Otherwise fully cooperate with COCCC in connection with the
development of procedures, collection of data, preparation and review of
reports, and other activities necessary to furtherance of the purposes of this
agreement.

b. District further agrees that it will be fully responsible for publishing the
completion rate information to students and prospective students by whatever
means it determines to be most appropriate.

6. District Rights

Notwithstanding any other provision of this agreement, District shall have the right to use
or reproduce any data or reports developed pursuant to this agreement. The District shall
also retain the right to develop and publish reports which vary from those produced by
COCCC pursuant to this agreement and must comply with FERPA nondisclosure of
personally identifiable student records.

7. Contract Audit

The contracting parties agree to be subject to the examination and audit of the State
Auditor for a period of five (5) years after final payment under the contract.
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8. Disputes

In the event of a dispute, District agrees to file a “Notice of Dispute” with COCCC within
ten (10) days of discovery of the problem. Within ten (10) days, the Chancellor or his
designee shall meet with representatives of the District for purposes of resolving the
dispute. The position of the Chancellor shall be final.

9. Notice

Notice to either party may be given by certified mail properly addressed, postage fully
prepaid to the address beneath the name of each respective party. Such notice shall be
effective when received, as indicated by post office records, or if deemed undeliverable
by post office, such notice shall be postponed 24 hours for each such intervening day.

10. Project Director

Jacob Schluter is designated the Project Directors on behalf of the COCCC. COCCC
may change the Project Director at any time and shall notify the District of any such
change.

11. Project Monitor

Shelley Hamilton, Director Admissions & Records, .
7 ’ is designated as the f;rOJect Monitor on behalf of the

Palo Verde Community College District.

12. Time Is of the Essence

Time is of the essence in this contract. In case either party shall fail to perform the
agreement on its part to be performed, at the time fixed for the performance of such
respective agreement by the terms of this contract or by any extension thereof, the other
party may at its election terminate the contract. Such termination shall be in addition to
and not in lieu of any other legal remedies provided by this contract or by law.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, the timing for performance of the tasks may be changed
by written approval of the Project Monitor.

13. Copyright

a. District agrees that any and all services rendered or materials developed
pursuant to the grant agreement, whether by district or district
subcontractors, shall be and are Work for Hire. All subcontracts shall
include a Work for Hire provision by which all materials produced as a
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result of the contract shall be Work for Hire and all rights, title and interest
in and to the Work developed under the contract/subcontract shall be
assigned and transferred to the Chancellor's Office California Community
Colleges. This Work for Hire agreement shall survive the expiration or
early termination of this grant.

b. The copyright for all materials produced as a result of this Work for Hire
agreement shall belong to the Chancellor's Office California Community
Colleges. District, and all subcontractors and others who produce
copyright materials pursuant to the contract, assigns all rights, title and
interest, including the copyright to any and all works created pursuant to
this Work for Hire agreement, to the Chancellor's Office California
Community Colleges. The Chancellor's Office California Community
Colleges shall acknowledge District or its Subcontractors, if any, as the
author of works produced pursuant to this Work for Hire agreement on all
publications of such work. The Chancellor's Office California
Community Colleges may license District or its Subcontractors, if any, to
reproduce and disseminate copies of such work, provided the licensee
agrees not to permit infringement of the copyright by any person, to
compensate state for any infringement which may occur, and to indemnify
and hold harmless the Chancellor's Office California Community Colleges
for any and all claims arising out of or in connection with the licensing
agreement.

C. All technical communications and records originated or prepared by the
District or its Subcontractors, if any, pursuant to this Work for Hire
agreement including papers, reports, charts, computer programs, and
technical schematics and diagrams, and other documentation, but not
including District's administrative communications and records relating to
this contract shall be delivered to and shall become the exclusive property
of and may be copyrighted by the Chancellor's Office California
Community Colleges. (Provision revised 3/01)

14. Confidentiality of Data

This provision states the conditions under which the District may use personally-identi-
fiable student data including Social Security Numbers (SSNs) provided by the COCCC.

a. The COCCC releases its students’ personally-identifiable data including SSNs
with the understanding that the District will use the data only for the purpose
of responding to reporting requirements set forth by the federal Integrated
Postsecondary Education Data System (IPEDS) and program evaluation or
educational research aimed at improving instruction;
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b. District shall store information furnished by COCCC in a place physically
secure from access by unauthorized persons. Information in electronic format,
such as magnetic tape or diskettes, shall be stored and processed in such a way
that unauthorized persons cannot retrieve the information by means of
computer, remote terminal, or other means;

¢. Qualified personnel at District who use the personally identifiable data shall
be proficient and experienced in managing secure, confidential data, and shall
be informed of the sanctions against unauthorized use or disclosures;

d. No individual student or parent shall be identifiable in any reports,
publications or other documents that are created by District with the use of
COCCC data;

e. District agrees not to release personally identifiable data including SSNs it
receives from COCCC to any other person or organization. District agrees to
destroy the data when no longer needed for the purposes specified in this
agreement;

f. District shall adhere to all legal requirements, including but not limited to the
federal Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (20 U.S.C. § 1232g).
Should the United States Department of Education determine that release of
data under this agreement does not satisfy the requirements of 20 U.S.C. §
1232g, COCCC may terminate this agreement and demand the destruction or
return of all data supplied to District within thirty (30) working days; and

g. COCCC reserves the right to withhold any data and terminate this agreement
at any time.

15. Warranty

Neither COCCC nor any of its officers or employees make any warranty, express or
implied, or assume any legal liability for the information contained in reports produced
pursuant to this agreement or for ensuring District compliance with federal law.

16. Termination

Either party may at its option terminate this contract at any time upon giving 30 days
advance notice in writing to the other party in the manner herein specified. In such event,
both parties agree to use all reasonable efforts to mitigate their expenses and obligations
there under. In such event, the District shall pay COCCC for all satisfactory services
rendered and expenses incurred prior to such termination, which could not have been
avoided by reasonable efforts of COCCC, but not in excess of contract maximum
payable.
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In the event of any breach of this contract, the COCCC may without any prejudice to any
of its other legal remedies terminate this contract upon five days written notice to the
District.

17. Waiver

No waiver of any breach of this contract shall be held to be a waiver of any other or
subsequent breach. All remedies afforded in this contract shall be taken and construed as
cumulative; that is, in addition to every other remedy provided therein or by law. The
failure of the COCCC to enforce at any time any of the provisions of this agreement, or to
require at any time performance by the District of any of the provisions thereof, shall in
no way be construed to be a waiver of such provisions nor in any way affect the validity
of this agreement or any part thereof or the right of COCCC to thereafter enforce each
and every such provision.

18. Agreement is Complete
Other than as specified herein, no document or communication passing between the

parties hereto shall be deemed a part of this agreement.

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AUTOMATED TELLER MACHINE AGREEMENT

WHEREAS, Palo Verde College is a College located in Blythe, California.

WHEREAS, Sun Community Federal Credit Union is a financial institution located in El
Centro, California.

THIS AGREEMENT, entered into this __ dayof 2015 by and between Palo
Verde College, hereinafter called “College” and Sun Community Federal Credit Union,
hereinafter called “SCFCU”. The parties agree as follows:

1. College does hereby authorize SCFCU an area of approximately five (5) square feet
of “ATM space” located in the business administration office of the College in Blythe,
California.

2. The term of this agreement shall be for a period of three (3) years, commencing on
. » 2015 and shall be terminable upon ninety (90) days written notice by either party,
with or without cause.

3. College shall provide monthly electrical service to said Automated Teller Machine.

4. The “ATM space” shall be used during the term hereof solely and only for the
purpose of installing, maintaining, repairing and operating an ATM unit, and for no other
purpose whatsoever.

5. SCFCU, at SCFCU’s own cost and expense, shall maintain the ATM in good repair.

6. This agreement is made upon the express condition that College is to be free from all
liability and claims for damages by reason of any injury to any person or persons, including
SCFCU, or property of any kind whatsoever and to whomsoever belonging, including SCFCU,
from any cause or causes whatsoever while in, upon, or in any way connected with the premises
during the term of this Agreement or any occupancy hereunder, except those arising out of the
sole negligence of College. SCFCU agrees to defend, indemnify and save harmless College
from all liability, loss, cost or obligation on account of or arising out of any such injury or loss,
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howsoever occurring. SCFCU further agrees to provide necessary Workers Compensation
Insurance for all employees of SCFCU upon said Premises at SCFCU’s own cost and expense.

SCFCU hereby waives all claims to recourse against College including the
right to contribution for loss or damage to persons or arising from, growing out of, or in any way
harmless includes the duties to defend as set forth in Section 2778 of the Civil Code.

SCFCU waives any and all rights to any type of expresses or implied indemnity against College,
its officers or employees.

It is the intent of the parties that SCFCU will indemnify and hold harmless
College, its officers and employees from any and all claims, suits or actions as set forth above
regardless of the existence or degree of fault or negligence whether active or passive, primary or
secondary on the part of College, SCFCU or employee of any of these.

In the event College is named co-defendant, SCFCU shall notify College of such
fact and shall represent College is such legal action, in which event SCFCU shall bear College’s
litigation costs, expenses, and attorney’s fees.

7. Upon termination of this agreement for any cause, SCFCU shall remove any and all
equipment and improvements of SCFCU and restore the “ATM space” to its condition prior to
the execution of this Agreement, except however, College may approve, in writing, any
deviation from this requirement.

8. College will not be responsible for losses or damage to personal E)roperty, equipment
or materials of SCFCU. All losses shall be reported to College immediately upon discovery.

9. All notices herein provided to be given or which may be given, by either party to the
other shall be deemed to have been fully given when made in writing and delivered through

United States mail, as follows:

The address to which notices may be mailed to either party may be changed by written notice
given by subject party to the other; but nothing herein contained shall preclude the giving of any
such notice by personal service.

10. SCFCU shall not, without previous consent in writing of College, sublet the Premises
in whole or in part, nor assign this agreement or any interest herein.

11. By entry hereunder, SCFCU accepts the “ATM space” as being in good order,
condition and repair, and agrees that on the termination of this agreement, to surrender up to
College the “ATM space” with any appurtenances or improvements in the same condition as
when received, reasonable use and wear thereof and damage by natural causes excepted.

12. SCFCU agrees to provide the minimum services as follows:

ATM Services will allow a customer to:

Withdraw cash from checking or regular savings;

Obtain account information that is associated with the card;
Offer Visa and MasterCard services;

Access to CO-OP and national ATM network system
