Memorial Day or Decoration Day is a federal holiday
in the United States for remembering the people who
died while serving in the country's armed forces.

Origi-
nally known as Decoration Day, it originated in the
years following the Civil War and became an official
federal holiday in 1971.

The Civil War, which ended in the spring of 1865,
claimed more lives than any conflict in U.S. history
and required the establishment of the country’s first
national cemeteries.
